3.1 UEFI BIOS Setup

3.2 BIOS Update
The BIOS can be updated using either of the following utilities:

e BIOSTAR BIO-Flasher: Using this utility, the BIOS can be updated from a file on a hard
disk, a USB drive (a flash drive or a USB hard drive), or a CD-ROM.

Probable Solution

1. There is no power in the system. Power LED does
not shine; the fan of the power supply does not work|
2. Indicator light on keyboard does not shine.

1. Make sure power cable is securely plugged in.
